[n excreise of the powers conflerred under section 199 of I'NULB ACT 2023 and
the Construction & Demolition Waste Management rules, 2016 and in order to ensure
effective Construction & Demolition Waste Management i the Corporation of Chennai.
the council hereby makes the Construction and demolition  waste management

Guidelines 2025

I) Waste Generator: is defined by the C&D Rules as any person or association of
persons or mstructs residential and  commercial establishments mcludimg  Indian
ratlways. arrport. port and harbour and defence establishments who undertakes
construction or demolition of any civil structure which generate C&D Waste. For this
purpose "waste generators" shall be divided into four types and the deflinition for

different types of waste cenerators are follows,

i. Micro generators. The small generation who occasionally gencrate C&D Waste
less than I MT from minor house repairs, broken ceramic sanitary ware like tiles,
bathtubs. commodes, washbasins e(c

ii. Small Generators: Those that generate C&D waste during buildime renovation,

remodeling or reparor maintenance works ete where the total amount of C&D
Waste generated in the entire project 1s more than | MT and less than 20 MT per
dav

Itas clarified that if the project generates (a) an aggregate of 300 M1 of
C&D Waste per month and/or (b) pertams to demolition work cos cring an arca
equal to or more than 600 square metres, and/or (¢) construction or building
repatr work covering an area equal to or more than of 6000 square metres, the
waste cencrator will not be considered as a "Small Generator” and will have to
comply with the requirements of a "Bulk waste generator”

iii. Bulk waste generators: Waste generators who generate (a) 20 MT or more in

one day or 300 MT per project in a month as identilied separately in the C&D
Rules and/or (b) demolitton work coverig an arca cqual to or more than 600
square metres, and/or (C) construction or building repamr work Coverimyg an arca
equal to or more than 6000 square metres. They shall dispose the C&D waste at

the processing location,
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iv. Service Providers: They are delined as authorities who provide services like

water, sewerage. clectricity, telephone. roads, dramage cte. who often generate
C&D Waste during their actuvities, which iclude excavation, demolition and
civil work For Greater Chennar Corporation. the following and therr subsidiary
orcanisations shall be imndicanvely considered as "Scervice Providers”

The respective occupiers/owners/developers of a construction project shall be

solely responsible for removal/transport/disposal of therr C and D waste.

The occupiers can contact GCC's website for hirmg services ol the Construction
and Demolition waste transporters or empanelled vendors or the GCC authorized
Concessionaires  and  to pay necessary  collection and  transportation  charges  to

transporters and pay for processing fec

All cencrators shall not mix such Construction and Demolition wastes, inerts and
debris with any other catecory ol waste like wet waste, recyclable waste or any other

types of wastes such as MSW, Plastic, Packaging material. gypsum, etc.

All hazardous wastes (explosive and related products fuels and heating oil,

chemical admixtures, transtformers Tar and Tar products cte) shall not be mixed with
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C and D waste but sent separately to TNPCB authorized recyclers or to hazardous waste

disposal sites at their own cost and furmish proot of compliance whenever demanded

Non comphance of getting Constructions and Demolition Waste Management

plan and payment of user charges will attract the penalties.
